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NELLIE (SPENCER) GREEN

Interviewed in her home at Ovid, Michigan, by Jeanne
Temple on February 23, 1983.

(Q) Nellie, can you tell us your birthday?

(A) I was born August 29, 1900, on what was then called
the Town Line Road between Ovid and Duplain
Townships. My parents were Ed and Mina (Satterllee)
Spencer. My mother had been adopted by the
Daleys/Daileys. Susan Daley/Dailey was her adopted
mother. There were four in my [amily: My brother John;
and then in three years, Mabel who became Mabel
Bartlett; Laura (Spencer) Crane; and myself the youngest.

(Q) Where did you go to elementary school?

(A) Sherburne School, about a mile east of our home.
Belle Winfield was the first teacher; and there were two
Daggett sisters, Pearl and Faye, and Kate Jillson. The
teacher I remember the best was the one I had in the
seventh and eighth grade, Lucile Post. She was a very
good teacher.

(Q) In those days the exam you eighth graders took
was very, very important to you, wasn’t it? You had
to go the stated place and take an exam.

(A) It was put out by the county and supervised by the
county commissioner, and we poor, little kids were scared
to death. We went to the Shepardsville Schoolhouse to
take the test. My dad took me with the horse and buggy.
