WHAT I’M READING THIS WEEK

I just finished LOST IN A GOOD BOOK by Jasper Fforde.  It is the third in a series of books about Thursday Next, a literary detective.  These books practically define a new genre.  They are a unique combination of science fiction, romance, alternate universe, mystery, and what you remember from all those classics you were supposed to have read.  Thursday lives in Great Britain in 1985. The Crimean War has been going on for 130 years.  Cloning is perfected, so Thursday had a pet dodo bird.
It will not be effective to jump right in and attempt to read the third book in this series.  You need to read The Eyre Affaire first, then Lost in a Good Book.  Thursday Next is a SpecOp-27 in the Literary Detective Division of Special Operations.  This police division has the responsibility to act against crimes which involve literary works.  These crimes range from assassination of minor characters, changing novel endings, and holding hostage entire Shakespeare plays.
Dust off your memory of high school lit class so you will get the “in jokes” referring to England’s Great Books, this whole series if just a fun ride.  Especially the ride in Miss Haversham’s car.   Do you remember her from Great Expectations?.
