TIME WON’T LET ME by Bill Scheft brings back the music of the sixties. Lyrics to some of your favorite songs may even be included in the book.  Five students at a private high school in New England came together to form a rock band in 1965.  Mainly, they only played at their own school functions, but they did create one record.  They disbanded, as almost all bands of this type do, and all but one pursued mainstream careers.  Then, thirty years later, a German record collector purchases a rare copy of their record for $10,000.00 on Ebay.  Suddenly, it’s time for a reunion of the band.
The first person who tries to bring this about is a record collector whose Boston accent is perfectly portrayed in print.  This is one of the spectacular features of this book, some things are written so well that you feel you are hearing either the music or the words.  Slowly, we begin to learn the personal problems of this dysfunctional group.  Two band members are in troubled marriages, one is exploring his sexual orientation, another member has been attempting to complete his doctoral dissertation for twenty-five years, but the ultimate in strange is the bass player.  Jerry has traded his alcoholic problem for an addiction to Equal.  While everyone is searching for him, Jerry has traveled to the Caymans with one million dollars taped to his body.
