 This inactive pioneer cemetery is located on the Dexter Trail south of Price Road at the end of Church Road.  A 
newer active cemetery is located to the east behind the Lutheran Church.  The cemetery is well cared for and has recently 
been spruced up and markers repaired. 
 The first person buried in this cemetery was Mrs. Hannah Peck, whose remains were brought here in 1847 from a 
farm lot.  Her grave isn’t marked, but may be in the south section  - row 6.  The cemetery was often referred to as North 
Riley Cemetery during the 19th century.  A number of graves in the north section were not recorded in the 1938 reading of 
the cemetery even though they date from the 19th century (missed or moved after that date from family plots?).  The 
cemetery is divided into a north and south section separated by a lane which ends at the Hill family plot.
